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TKU Regulations for Graduate Student Grants

Secretariat Regulation No. 1030000009 (04/18/2014)

Article 1

In order to encourage TKU graduate students in straitened circumstances (hereafter referred to as “graduate students”) to deal with their studies, and to raise the learning standard, to assist teaching and to nurture the spirit of service, these regulations were enacted.

Article 2

Any graduate students who receive a grant must assist with related on-campus research or instructional work.

Article 3

Those who assist with related on-campus research or instructional work, if they do not do their best or violate school regulations thus receiving a demerit or are as aforementioned receiving disciplinary action, shall be restrained from applying for or be suspended from receiving any grant(s).

Article 4

The grants are divided into two kinds: research grants and instructional grants. The number of grants allowed will be realistically provided for in the budget of each academic year and will be apportioned based on the instructional and research needs of each semester. 
Article 5

The requests of each department or institution should be remitted by June or December of every year; the contents of the instructional and research work should be sent to the offices responsible for the related work so the allocation of the number of grants can be taken into account. 
Article 6

The grants are applied for once in the semester. The applicant should complete the application within the first two weeks of the start of each semester. According to the needs of the allocated quota of each department (institution) and college, the related information should be sent to the offices responsible for the related work to be pooled so that the concerned matters can be appropriately transacted.
Article 7

The principles for vetting the grants are as follows:
1. Instructional Grants: The responsible department (institute) has curriculum with a set time and place for holding a class, doing experiments or holding practical training (drill exercises).
2. Research Grants

a) are for teachers who have no off-campus subsidy for research plans and who are responsible for specific research work;
b) are for each department (institute) that has practical developmental needs but has no off-campus subsidy for its research plan and that is responsible for specific research work;
c) are for when the above mentioned research plans require specialists to be commissioned to examine them;
d) are for those who are responsible for the practical operation, maintenance and instruction of computer rooms, dark rooms, sound rooms, and multimedia classrooms.
3. All those who receive instructional grants must help with the work of invigilation during the midterm exams and final exams. 
Article 8

The issuance of grants: instructional grants are given every academic year for nine months at NT$500.00 per hour of instruction; research grants are given for eleven months at NT$150.00 per hour of work.

Article 9

This set of regulations will take effect on the date of its publication after being passed in a Student Scholarship Committee meeting and approved by the TKU President. The same applies to any later amendments made.
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
